Under Mr. Zankel’s watchful eye, Carnegie Hall’s endowment has grown nearly sevenfold. Mr. Zankel is currently Managing Partner of High Rise Capital Management, an advisor to REIT Investment Partnerships.  He also serves as a Director of Citigroup, White Mountains Insurance Group, and is a Trustee of both Teachers College at Columbia and Patron of Our Lady of Mercy School. Mr. Zankel holds a Bachelor of Science in Economics from the University of Pennsylvania, an M.B.A. from Harvard Business School, and an honorary Doctor of Laws from Skidmore College.
