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ZANKEL HALL INAUGURAL SEASON HIGHLIGHTS*

The 2003–2004 inaugural season of the mid-sized Judy and Arthur Zankel Hall expands the breadth and depth of Carnegie Hall’s concert season with great artists and music from many different genres, including jazz, rock, folk, classical, and world music.  It also features a variety of multimedia events, discussions, and special theatrical works.  The new venue allows Carnegie Hall to integrate programming among its three different halls with individual events and mini-festivals tailored to the size and strengths of each stage and to the repertoire and artists to be featured.  Zankel Hall also enables Carnegie Hall to extend the reach of its education programs with a more comprehensive range of programs for national and international audiences.  


Zankel Hall Opening Festival
Zankel Hall opens with a two-week festival of 24 events that runs from September 12 to 28, representing a microcosm of the entire season’s programming, from classical, jazz, world, and pop music to family concerts and education projects.  The opening weekend, with tickets priced at 25 dollars, features eight concerts programmed by John Adams, who begins his tenure in September as holder of The Richard and Barbara Debs Composer’s Chair at Carnegie Hall.  

The Zankel Hall Opening Festival covers a wide range of musical genres from the jazz/hip-hop fusion of the Omar Sosa Octet to the Dutch Baroque specialist Ton Koopman conducting the Orchestra of St. Luke’s; from the Senegalese worldbeat of Youssou N’Dour to the quirky pop of American singer/songwriter Randy Newman; from a theatrical presentation by actress Anna Deavere Smith to Latin-American music performed by Yo-Yo Ma, Paquito D’Rivera, and Sérgio and Odair Assad; and from Pierre Boulez leading the Ensemble Intercontemporain to a $5 Family Concert featuring music of the Andes. 
Carnegie Hall Perspectives Artists

Carnegie Hall’s Perspectives, entering its fifth season, presents the world’s greatest musicians in concerts programmed by the artists themselves to highlight their own unique musical viewpoints.  The 2003–2004 Carnegie Hall Perspectives artists are pianist Emanuel Ax, conductor Michael Tilson Thomas, pianist Mitsuko Uchida, soprano Dawn Upshaw, and Brazilian musician Caetano Veloso, who becomes the first Perspectives artist chosen from outside the traditional Western classical music world.  

All Perspectives artists present concerts in Zankel Hall during its inaugural season.  The 2003–2004 Perspectives programs are as follows. 

· Perspectives: Emanuel Ax focuses on the spheres of influence surrounding the great French composer Claude Debussy and includes three world premiere Carnegie Hall commissions by Kaija Saariaho, Marc-André Dalbavie, and Steven Stucky.

· Perspectives: Michael Tilson Thomas is made up of diverse concert programming and in-depth education events, featuring music by Copland, Adams, Mahler, Berio, Harrison, and Stravinsky. 

· Perspectives: Mitsuko Uchida juxtaposes Viennese music from its two greatest periods—the time of Mozart, Schubert, and Beethoven, and the Second Viennese School.

· Perspectives: Dawn Upshaw features the renowned soprano performing contemporary and 20th-century repertoire, including two premieres by Henri Dutilleux and Osvaldo Golijov, in addition to leading a Carnegie Hall professional training workshop with composer John Harbison.

· Perspectives: Caetano Veloso explores the traditions on which the Brazilian artist has built an extraordinary career in music, poetry, film, and political activism, and features collaborations with artists he has championed.

Mini-Festivals in Zankel Hall


The opening of Zankel Hall allows Carnegie Hall to program extended weeklong or weekend mini-festivals, either in combination with Isaac Stern Auditorium and Weill Recital Hall, or solely in the new space.  Zankel Hall’s inaugural season features mini-festivals curated by Pulitzer Prize-winning composer John Adams, American singer/songwriter Emmylou Harris, and Brazilian musician Caetano Veloso (see Perspectives above), in addition to When Morty Met John…, which celebrates composers John Cage and Morton Feldman, and The Song Continues…, a festival dedicated to the song recital presented by The Marilyn Horne Foundation.  


John Adams:  The renowned composer has programmed the first eight concerts in the Zankel Hall Opening Festival.  Mr. Adams also conducts the first concert of the Opening Festival, entitled “From The Steeples And The Mountains,” which features music by Ives, Harrison, Adès, and Salonen, performed by a handpicked ensemble of young musicians brought together especially for this concert.  Other artists selected by Mr. Adams to appear during Zankel Hall’s first weekend are the Omar Sosa Octet, Brooklyn Youth Chorus, Anna Deavere Smith, the Kenny Barron Quintet, Theatre of Voices, Frederic Rzewski, and Meredith Monk.

Emmylou Harris:  The American music legend, in conjunction with her own concert in Isaac Stern Auditorium, presents a series of four concerts in Zankel Hall featuring some of her favorite peers and protégés: Kate and Anna McGarrigle, Steve Earle, Buddy and Julie Miller, and Patty Griffin.  The series highlights Ms. Harris’s unique artistic vision that has made her a favorite collaborator in the country, folk, and rock worlds. 


When Morty Met John…:  Carnegie Hall’s three-season series exploring the works of New York composers John Cage and Morton Feldman concludes this year with three concerts in Zankel Hall and two related events at Miller Theatre and St. Thomas Church Fifth Avenue.  The series features some of the composers’ most ambitious works, including Feldman’s String Quartet II, with a running-time of up to six hours, performed by the Flux Quartet; Cage’s complete Sonatas and Interludes for Prepared Piano by pianist Margaret Leng Tan; and Cage’s “Solo for Voice 45” with Winter Music performed by vocalist Joan La Barbara and 15 pianists including Michael Gordon, David Lang, Marilyn Nonken, George Steel, Morton Subotnick, and Margaret Leng Tan.


The Song Continues…:  A festival that pays tribute to the art of the vocal recital, The Song Continues… began in 1997 under the auspices of The Marilyn Horne Foundation.  Originally housed at the Juilliard School, the festival moves to Zankel Hall in January 2004.  The programs feature open master classes led by Marilyn Horne and other renowned artists, including Deborah Voigt; mini-recitals; a roundtable discussion titled “The Song Recital: Alive and Well?”, as well as Carnegie Talks: Marilyn Horne, a discussion in Weill Recital Hall with Carnegie Hall Artistic Advisor Ara Guzelimian.  


Perspectives: Caetano Veloso:  (See above for description.)  Artists appearing in Zankel Hall as part of this series include samba vocalist Mart’Nália and Banda Afroreggae, a group of young musicians from Rio de Janeiro.

New Music in Zankel Hall/Carnegie Hall Commissions

Nine Carnegie Hall commissions have their premieres in Zankel Hall during its inaugural season.  Carnegie Hall has commissioned composer Adam Guettel to write a new musical work for Tony Award–winning artist Audra McDonald; the work closes the Zankel Hall season with six performances in June 2004.  Carnegie Hall commissions by Marc-André Dalbavie, Osvaldo Golijov, Peter Lieberson, Kaija Saariaho, and Steven Stucky will also be given their world premieres, in addition to New York premieres of Carnegie Hall commissions by Alexander Goehr and David Lang, and the Carnegie Hall co-commissioned Visual Music, a multimedia concert production by the Kronos Quartet.  Other works receiving world premieres in Zankel Hall include new pieces by Lisa Bielawa, Michael Gordon, and Kirk Nurock.

World Music
In partnership with the World Music Institute, Carnegie Hall presents five programs and one Family Concert in Zankel Hall, featuring artists from the Andes, Andalusia, Romania, Africa, the Middle East, and India.  Artists include Tahuantinsuyo, a four-person ensemble that performs on a variety of panpipes, flutes, string instruments, and percussion, and was the first group to present traditional Andean music in New York City; The Orchestra of Fès with Françoise Atlan performing the Judeo-Andalusian music of Morocco; Taraf de Haïdouks, an ensemble comprising three generations of Gypsy musicians from the village of Clejani in Romania; African instrumentalist James Makubuya with the Fula Flute Ensemble and special guest El Hadj Djeli Sory Kouyate performing the music of East and West Africa; oud virtuoso Simon Shaheen and The Near Eastern Music Ensemble performing a tribute to the legendary Middle Eastern composer Abdel Wahab and singer Oum Kalthoum; and renowned sitarist Ustad Vilayat Khan, who joins his son Hidayat Khan for a program of the classical music of India.  

Additional world music programs in Zankel Hall include Opening Festival concerts by Youssou N’Dour, Yo-Yo Ma with Cuban saxophonist Paquito D’Rivera and Brazilian guitarists Sérgio and Odair Assad, and a Carnegie Hall Family Concert entitled African Sounds.  

Jazz

In partnership with Festival Productions, Inc., Carnegie Hall presents four jazz concerts featuring artists from a wide spectrum of jazz styles:  Saxophonist, composer, and arranger David Murray premieres his new works for jazz quartet and strings; Grammy–nominated vocalists Karrin Allyson and Luciana Souza perform an intimate evening of standards and Brazilian jazz; Panamanian pianist and composer Danilo Perez appears with his new trio and in duets with soprano saxophone master Steve Lacy; and the Dave Holland Big Band, 2003 Grammy Award-winner for Best Large Jazz Ensemble Album, presents an evening of innovative big band arrangements.  

Additional jazz artists in Zankel Hall include Opening Festival concerts by the Omar Sosa Octet, the Kenny Barron Quintet, Brad Mehldau Trio, vocalist Dianne Reeves, and Bill Frisell and the Intercontinentals, in addition to a Carnegie Hall Family Concert by the Eric Reed Trio. 

Popular Music


Throughout Zankel Hall’s inaugural season, Carnegie Hall showcases four unique voices in American popular music.  To celebrate Zankel Hall’s inaugural season, Carnegie Hall has commissioned Floyd Collins composer Adam Guettel to write a new musical work for Tony Award–winning actress and vocalist Audra McDonald.  This production will close Zankel Hall’s season with six performances in June 2004.  

Pianist and vocalist Michael Feinstein presents his three-concert Now and Then series in Zankel Hall.  Previously held in Weill Recital Hall, Feinstein’s series, entering its sixth season, examines the composers of Tin Pan Alley and the American popular songbook. 

In addition, pop songwriter and film composer Randy Newman performs in the Zankel Hall Opening Festival, and singer/songwriter Emmylou Harris presents some of her favorite peers and protégés in their own concerts in Zankel Hall (see page 2).  

In-Depth Conversations, Contemporary Music, and Multimedia Productions

Zankel Hall’s size and technological capabilities allow Carnegie Hall to extend its programming with new series that feature in-depth conversations, contemporary music, and multimedia productions: The Creative Process, Signatures, and Fast Forward.


Composer John Adams leads a new three-event series entitled The Creative Process.  In this intimate series of discussions, Mr. Adams will discuss the art of creation with three giants in their respective fields: 

· Architect Frank Gehry 

· Video artist Bill Viola 

· Director Peter Sellars

In Signatures, four innovative artists offer their personal visions through evocative programs: 

· Cellist Maya Beiser performs a program entitled World to Come, a multimedia solo concert featuring new works written for her by Steve Reich, David Lang, and Osvaldo Golijov, played in an environment layered with film, dramatic lighting, text, and video projections on multiple screens.  

· Clarinetist David Krakauer and his klezmer band present a concert featuring a new suite of compositions written for them by jazz composer and pianist Uri Caine. 

· Soprano Dawn Upshaw performs a recital of works by Messiaen, Fauré, and Hindemith as part of her Perspectives.

· French pianist Pierre-Laurent Aimard juxtaposes the music of American composers Charles Ives and Elliott Carter.

In the new Fast Forward series, four leading contemporary ensembles present concerts of new music: 

· Kronos Quartet gives the New York premiere of Visual Music, a multimedia concert production co-commissioned by Carnegie Hall.  Visual Music includes an eclectic array of modern music by Steve Reich, John Zorn, Terry Riley, and the rock band Sigur Rós, which is given a “visual environment” of video projections and sculptures that become musical instruments.  

· American Composers Orchestra presents Orchestra Underground, which features world premieres by Lisa Bielawa and Michael Gordon, and contributions by filmmaker Bill Morrison and visual artist Laurie Olinder. 

· Gidon Kremer and Kremerata Musica perform 20th-century Russian music by Shostakovich, Schnittke, and Silvestrov. 

· Michael Tilson Thomas leads the New World Symphony in a chamber program of works by Lou Harrison, Luciano Berio, Edgard Varèse, and the New York premiere of Mr. Thomas’s Island Music.

Recital and Chamber Music Highlights
Carnegie Hall also presents new vocal and piano recital series in Zankel Hall’s first season.  Pure Voice features baritone Bo Skovhus with pianist Andreas Haefliger, mezzo-soprano Lorraine Hunt Lieberson with pianist Peter Serkin, mezzo-soprano Magdalena Kožená with pianist Malcolm Martineau, and baritone Dietrich Henschel (pianist to be announced).  

Pianists in the new Keynotes series include Pierre-Laurent Aimard, who performs Messiaen’s Vingt regards sur l’Enfant-Jésus, Lars Vogt, and Stephen Hough.  


Zankel Hall chamber music highlights include the Takács Quartet performing traditional and classical music from Hungary with guest ensemble Muzsikás; James Levine leading The MET Chamber Ensemble in two programs (one in the opening festival); an eclectic program featuring North and South American works performed by the 12 Cellists of the Berliner Philharmoniker; and concerts by the Juilliard String Quartet, the Kalichstein-Laredo-Robinson Trio, and the Rossetti String Quartet with pianist Jean-Yves Thibaudet.       

Education Events
Zankel Hall also provides a pivotal new venue for Carnegie Hall’s innovative education programs, allowing the Hall to extend existing education programs, launch new projects, and begin distance-learning initiatives.  Today’s programs currently reach a wide variety of audiences from the New York area—preschoolers to adults; music lovers to emerging professionals—and Zankel Hall now enables Carnegie Hall to extend its reach, providing a more comprehensive range of programs for audiences both near and far.
This season, Carnegie Hall will use Zankel Hall’s technology to break down traditional educational boundaries and augment three of its programs with workshops, discussions, and rehearsals to take place across hundreds and thousands of miles between geographically divergent constituents:

· A long-distance video discussion will be held between students from New York City and South Africa and director Lee Hirsch, whose documentary Amandla! explores South African freedom music and the role it played in the battle against apartheid.  Part of Carnegie Hall’s Global Encounters program, the discussion will be preceded by a special screening of the film for the New York students in Zankel Hall.

· Using Zankel Hall distance-learning technology, New York City elementary school students will join with students in Juneau, Alaska, to explore basic musical concepts in an interactive game format.  Carnegie Hall’s acclaimed LinkUP! program for grades 4–6 is now entering its 19th season.

· A conductor in New York will lead long-distance rehearsals with four high school choirs from around the country—with the choirs in their own rehearsal rooms—adding a national component to Carnegie Hall’s High School Choral Festival.
In addition, Zankel Hall provides a new venue for the expansion of its education programs, which, in its inaugural season, include: 

· Musical Explorers, a new program for second and third graders.  

· Several of Carnegie Hall’s $5 Family Concerts, with artists including the Brooklyn Youth Chorus, Tahuantinsuyo, the Eric Reed Trio, the International Sejong Soloists, and the St. Luke’s Chamber Ensemble.  (Carnegie Hall Family Concerts in Zankel Hall are targeted to specific age groups.)

· Several of Carnegie Hall’s Professional Training Workshops—including two led by Michael Tilson Thomas, master classes by Marilyn Horne and Deborah Voigt as part of The Marilyn Horne Foundation’s festival The Song Continues…, and The Carnegie Hall Workshop for Jazz Ensembles. 
New Partnerships

In Zankel Hall’s inaugural season, Carnegie Hall has partnered with a number of organizations, including The Marilyn Horne Foundation, the World Music Institute, Festival Productions, Inc., and Nonesuch Records.  The nature of these partnerships varies, drawing upon the creative resources of each organization.  


The Shape of Jazz

The Shape of Jazz is a series presented in partnership with Festival Productions, Inc., Dan Melnick, Senior Talent Coordinator.  Festival Productions was founded by impresario George Wein and has been producing music events for over 45 years, including the Newport Jazz Festival, the New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival, and the JVC Jazz Festival.

World Views

Carnegie Hall’s world music series, World Views, is presented in partnership with the World Music Institute, which is dedicated to the study and presentation of the finest traditional and contemporary music and dance from around the world.  Growing out of a concert program developed at New York’s Alternative Museum begun in 1976, the World Music Institute has presented music from more than 70 countries in Africa, Asia, Oceania, Europe, the Americas, and the Middle East.

Nonesuch at Carnegie
Nonesuch Records has been home to original and adventurous performers and composers for nearly four decades.  Its roster of artists spans the genres of world music, contemporary music, classical, jazz, music theater, and alternative pop.  Nonesuch at Carnegie will feature music by Steve Reich and Adam Guettel, and performances by John Adams, Bill Frisell, Gidon Kremer, the Kronos Quartet, Audra McDonald, Youssou N’Dour, Randy Newman, Dawn Upshaw, Caetano Veloso, and Emmylou Harris.

Marilyn Horne: The Song Continues…

The Song Continues… is a festival that pays tribute to the art of the vocal recital.  Begun in 1997 under the auspices of The Marilyn Horne Foundation, The Song Continues… was originally housed at the Juilliard School and moves to Zankel Hall in January 2004.  The programs feature open master classes led by

Marilyn Horne and other renowned artists, including Deborah Voigt; mini-recitals; and a roundtable discussion titled “The Song Recital: Alive and Well?”  These presentations coincide with Carnegie Talks: Marilyn Horne, a discussion in Weill Recital Hall with Carnegie Hall Artistic Advisor Ara Guzelimian.  Also in Weill Recital Hall is a vocal recital by soprano Dina Kuznetsova, a past participant in The Song Continues…  These events are presented by Carnegie Hall in partnership with The Marilyn Horne Foundation.

New Concert Start-Times

A new evening concert start-time policy will take effect in the 2003–2004 season: unless otherwise noted for certain jazz, pop, and world music events, all concerts in Zankel Hall and Weill Recital Hall will begin at 7:30 p.m., and all Isaac Stern Auditorium concerts will begin at 8:00 p.m.
